GANDE ROUTE

Arctic Canoe Route
From Thundra to Taiga

Day 1: Pickup at the airport and transfer to Rajamaa. We start with meeting up the group and the
guides at the Rajamaa camp before we head for the dinner. A briefing about the week after the
dinner.

Day 2: Kilpisjarvi to Keniuvuopio ( 17km)

Breakfast, transfer to Kilpisjarvi where the three nordic countries , Sweden, Finland and Norway
meet. The very first day of the adventure starts from the higher treeless fell plateau. We will
encounter the first bigger rapid called Kilpisluspa which we may have to go by portaging the gear and
the canoes. We will run many rapids along the way but there also will be several big rapids where we
are portaging. Us guides take the activity safety first. The adventure has started! We stay for the
night at the old samivillage of Keinuvuopio on the swedish side of the river where the dinner is
waiting for us.



Day 3: Keniuvupio to Ropinsalmi ( 40km )

Along this beautiful approx. 40 km long canoeing passage the group we receive several (10-
12running rapids all class 1-3). There also will be wider and clear lake areas for us to take it easirly
once in while, if the wind is co-operative with us!

At Ropinsalmi we will find a suitabel place to put up our camp for the night. The night will be spentin
"Tipi-Tents” where we together prepare the camp and the dinner for the night.

Day 4 : Ropinsalmi to Maunu (35km). More wild places promised! We will experience one of the
river's biggest rapids called Pattikka during this day and there will be more decision making. Also
other approx. 10 rapids to come before the next camping place near the village of Maunu which
happens to be the Sweden's northern most place where any kind of roads go!. All today's rapid are
class 1-3 except for Pattikka which goes between classes 4-5.



Day 5 : Maunu to Kuttainen (42km) This section is a bit more calming with the running water parts
the river also now changes it name from Kénkama river to Muonio river. The rapids we run are all in
class 1-2/3 and there will be lot's of joy offered. Today we will pass the village called Karesuando with
a long history in reindeer herding tradition and sami culture. We will get a shore in the village for a
quick break and visit the village, there will also be the possibility to by some supplies for the rest of
the journey. After the short visit in Karesuando we continue to the village of Kuttainen where we find
a campsite for our "tipi-tent” for the upcoming night and prepare the dinner.

Day 6 : Kuttainen to Sonkamuotka (42km) Another full day of wilderness canoeing in the remote
North Kalott. Dozens of little rapids (locally called ”“niva”) to come. Also some class two rapids. The
river is joyfully running and the current helping the canoeists along the way. By now we are already
deep in the land called the forest Lapland with solid nordic pine and spruce forests. We will pass
some smal villages on the both side of the river and now and then some fishermen rowing for salmon
on the traditional way called "harling”. In the eavning we reach the finnish village of Sonkamuotka
where a cozy tree cabin awaits us together with some dinner.

Day 7 : Sonkamuotka to Muonio (35km) The last day of the trip will take us down to the village of
Muonio along mostly calm waters, in Muonio by now we have accomplished approx a 200 km long
journey on this wild and untamed free running river of Kénkamariver/Muonioriver.

We pack our things in to the cars in Muonio and get back to Rajamaa where the dinner and the last
nightg with the group is waiting us!



Day 8 : Breakfast, transfer to the airport.
